Open Academy  –  General information

The idea of the Open Academy is to give space to the teachers and students to facilitate themselves an activity they have already experienced or implemented and which could be useful for others. The Open Academy, we also like to think of it as a “Bee House”, is meant as a place for exchange rather than input. Your offer/s (should be like a mini-workshop of 30 minutes) – as you submitted it – relate to one or more topics of the aces Academy 2012:                                A)  good practice/methods in school or project work    or  B) school development  
The Open Academy will be implemented in a way similar to the methodology of the “World Café”
. There will be 4-6 different but simultaneous offers from participants (students and teachers) – each one representing a “honeycomb”. We will provide each offer with a small space (the honeycomb) with some visible demarcation (but no fixed wall) separating it from the other offers/honeycombs in the same (plenary) room.

·   You should prepare a poster for your honeycomb with the title and  the
 guiding questions of your offer and a short description (see below) and bring it with you to Senec (or prepare it there in the evening you arrive)

The Open Academy / Bee House will be open for approximately 50 participants during two periods on Thursday, 29 March 2012: 

1. Morning session from 10:30 to 12:30  
2. Afternoon session from 14:15 to 16:15
· In this time slots of 2 hours the mini-workshop of 30 minutes is performed 3 con-secutive times (3x morning / 3x afternoon)! 
At the same time another 10-11 thematic workshops will be available for the rest of the participants (approx. 220-230 people).

Please let us know by ticking one of the two boxes and subdivisions below whether you will be a facilitator for your honeycomb both during the morning and the afternoon session (total of 6 sessions) or whether you will work only during one of these two periods (3 times) so that we can plan everything in time:

· 15 Minutes: participants are “flying around”, visiting all offers for a first impression (reading posters, guiding questions, etc.), orientation

· 3x 30 Minutes: Participants take part in 3 different offers, each one lasting for 30 minutes (you will facilitate 3 different groups)
